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A s children, the word Knight or Knighthood would 

conjure visions of glory and a gleaming Knight  

riding in on a white stead to save the fair maiden.  Many 

adults continue to hold this fairytale view of Knighthood, 

as society continues to see celebrities assume the title of 

Knight.  To most Masons however, the word Knighthood 

holds a much different meaning.  To a Knight of St.    

Andrew, Knighthood must hold a meaning of duty and 

service. 

   Throughout history a Knight of St. Andrew has been    

informed of nine qualities that he is required to possess, 

they are:  

 Humility Patience Self-denial 

 Charity Generosity Clemency 

 Virtue  Truth  Honor 

   Humility, patience, and self-denial are to be considered 

as three essential qualities.  Humility, or the state of   

being humble, is a quality that requires a man not to   

consider himself more important than others.  Patience, 

or the state of endurance under difficult circumstances, is 

a quality that requires a man to persevere in the face of 

delay or provocation without being antagonized.  Self-

denial, or possibly the act of keeping one’s passions 

within due bounds, is a quality that requires a man to 

control his desires on many levels. 

   Charity, generosity, and clemency should be held as 

even more essential qualities.  Charity (a quality which 

every Mason is sure to be familiar) is not limited to the 

exchange of monetary sums, but should be viewed as a 

requirement for a man to hold an unlimited loving-

kindness for all others.  Generosity requires a man to be 

in the habit of giving to others without the hope of      

reward, and this again does not only indicate the         

exchange of monetary sums.  Clemency (in a historical 

sense, meaning to spare the life of those who have been 

conquered), can be viewed as requiring a man to be    

merciful with his actions. 

   Virtue, truth, and honor are to be held as the most    

essential qualities.  Virtue is a quality which requires a 

man to conform his life and conduct to moral and ethical  

principles.  Truth, or the act of being honest, requires a 

man to be trustworthy.  And finally, Honor, a quality 

which requires a man to have a high sense of fairness and 

to have integrity in his beliefs and actions.  

   Combined, these nine qualities truly describe a man 

who is committed to duty and service, rather than   

searching for glory and recognition.  Can any of us say 

that we already hold all of these qualities, and that we 

sustain them effortlessly?  To do so requires the utmost 

attention to our actions at all times.

Not only do we address specific material in the 

tests, but we cover a lot of interesting ground related 

(sometimes very tangentially!) to the subject at hand.  

During our last meeting, conversation included (but was 

not limited to):  Historic background of the degrees;  

comparison and contrast between different stages of their 

evolution; their relationship to the Biblical accounts;  

esoteric diagrams given in the Monitor; Blue Lodge    

investigation policies, and the wisdom of Brother       

Benjamin Franklin. 

   Those who attend the meetings represent many        

different levels of progress in the Master Craftsman    

Program, as well as familiarity with the Scottish Rite  

degrees.  One of the Brethren present had turned in his 

Council of Knights Kadosh test; another was awaiting the 

return of his first test on the introductory material.  This 

is really cool, because it gives those of us who have    

progressed beyond a certain point the opportunity to   

revisit ground we thought we’d already mastered (as if!), 

and those who haven’t reached it yet to benefit from the 

perspective of those who have. 

   One of the Brethren present came in on the last        

Reunion, and has not had the opportunity to do more than 

read A Bridge to Light, and is working his way through 

the Monitor one degree at a time.  Several of us have 

been studying the rituals for years; one in particular, has 

had several decades’ worth of hands-on experience with 

them.  The advantage of experience is obvious, but I am 

particularly delighted with the opportunity to 

(vicariously) re-experience the material through fresh 

eyes, eyes that can still see things rendered invisible by 

familiarity. 

   I myself have only recently turned in my Lodge of   

Perfection test, and still await its return.  The reason for 

this (besides the distracting cares and vicissitudes of daily 

life) is, I am using this opportunity to do a relatively       

in-depth study of the degrees, pulling in the complete 

rituals, the Franken Ms., Sepher ha-Debarim, Morals and 

Dogma, the Bible, and any other supplemental reference 

material I may need.  This of course, goes way beyond 

the stated requirements of the Monitor and Bridge to 

Light.  I guess I’m just curious.  It’s taking me longer, but 

no one told me it was a competition—probably because it 

isn’t! 

   So, don’t let insecurity about your level of knowledge 

hold you back from attending these discussions; see it 

instead as a golden opportunity to show off what you 

know, and learn what you don’t.
